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STEPS TO COMPLETION 
OF THE PACKET 
DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION & FAMILY STUDIES 
Welcome to the Dixie State College of Utah and our Bachelor of Science Degree in Elementary Education. Students must be admitted to DSC to apply for our Elementary Education Program.  
The following steps will guide you in your application process. To be accepted as a teacher education candidate, you must complete all the steps outlined below. Keep in mind that students must have completed their general education courses and education pre requisites (at least 63 college credit hours) by the time they begin the Baccalaureate program. Also, be sure and schedule an appointment with the educational advisor as soon as possible to assure that you will take or have taken the appropriate general education classes and education pre requisites. Admission is competitive because there are typically more applicants than there is space available, so we encourage you to be careful and thorough as you complete each step in the process. 

Step One: 
Read this application packet in its entirety so you know what you need to do and when you need to do it. Be aware of the deadlines and the procedures involved in applying for the program. Complete the admission packet and have your most recent complete official college/university transcript sent to the Department of Education & Family Studies or to you directly. If you are including an official transcript with your application, do not open the envelope. 

Step Two: 
Make sure you fill out the admission requirements checklist (p.3). Tell us if you are in the process of taking a pre-requisite class. It is okay for classes to be in progress with the understanding that they all would be completed before you start the program.  If you wish to be considered on the basis of your ACT or SAT, rather than GPA, submit those scores with your application. Remember that your GPA (see checklist) must meet the minimum requirements (2.75 or above) to be considered for the program. Take the writing test at the testing center (North East Corner of the North Plaza Building- corner of Tabernacle and 1000 East- Entrance is located on the East side of the building). A $10 fee is assessed for this test. 

Step Three:
Find three people to write letters of recommendation for you. These people can be professors, former teachers, community leaders, past or current employers or professional colleagues.  Please do not ask family or friends.   The letters must speak to your ability to be a role model, a leader, and/or to your potential to be an effective teacher. Ask your recommenders to send their letters in a sealed envelope to:

Step Four: 
Schedule an appointment to meet with the elementary education advisor.  At that meeting, the advisor will review and sign your completed application. Be sure and schedule that appointment well before the deadline that’s posted on the cover of this application. Remember everything must be submitted by the deadline. She will have you sign up for an interview time—the interview lasts about 2 hours. This interactive, group interview helps faculty get to know applicants and better evaluate professionalism and skills critical to effective teaching.  

Step Five: 
Once you have completed your group interview, and your admission packet has been reviewed by the education faculty, a decision on your acceptance will be made. A letter of acceptance or denial will be mailed to you.  Students who are not accepted may reapply.  They must submit an updated application packet to be considered; however, they will not be given special consideration or guaranteed admission.
