1. OBJECTIVES: All classes in mathematics at Dixie College support the general education goal of the college.

• Require students to perform mathematical processes including fractions, percentages, decimals, proportions/ratios,
algebraic equations and/or calculus techniques.
• Provide students with application problems that use a variety of methods including arithmetical, algebraic and
geometric methods.
• Challenge students to make inferences from mathematical models that include formulas, graphs and tables.
• Provide students with real-life applications that use a variety of mathematical functions.

This course will partially fulfill requirements for Mathematics Endorsements Level 3 and 4 through the Utah State
office of Education.
